1,000. Scheduled to appear at the meeting are Oklahoma State Auditor Jeff McMahan;
State Representative Terry Harrison; State Senator Richard Lerblance; and
representatives from U.S. Senator Inhofe, U.S. Senator Coburn, and Congressman
Boren’s offices. And, as always, SOWLE Chairwoman Karen Weldin has made sure to
invite other legislators who have previously stated their support for SOWLE’s proposed
legislation.

“We’'re really hoping that the overwhelming attendance at our last meeting will get the
attention of some elected officials,” Weldin said, “and | expect it to. We’re probably
going to have even more attendance at this month’s meeting, and | fully expect those
officials we’'ve contacted to sit up and take notice of what's happening in Mclntosh
County and around the state. | fully expect them to understand, especially with
hundreds and hundreds of people rallying around our cause now, that we’re not a group
to take lightly. There really is strength in numbers, and | think they know that.”
